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intfroduction

The Arrow Intelligent Adapter (ALA) is a general purpose adapter that
allows non-compatible bingo consoles and flashboards to work with each
other. Now yon are able to upgrade most systems simply by keeping
existing flashboards in place and upgrading to a more advanced system
simply by changing your bingo console with the Arrow Intelligent
Adapter.

This manuai will guide you through installation of the AIA. In several
occasions, a flashboard printed circuit board must be modified to work
with Capitol consoles. Pay careful attention to section ! entitled “Configu-
ration.” When using a BK flashboard, some older circuit boards may need
tactory modification. Contact our service department for assistance.
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Damage Action Process

Your Capitol Bingo Equipment
comtains delicate electronic equip-
ment. It is imperative that you
thoroughly inspect the contents of
the package before accepting from
the carrier. in case of damage,
make a note on the bill of lading
before accepting, take a photo of
the damage, and keep the packag-
ing to aid in recovering the amount
of claim against the carrier.

in case of severe damage, refuse
the equipment from the carrier.

if the product is damaged but
acceptable, take a photo before and
after unpacking as a record of the
damage and contact the carrier's
agent immediately for inspection.

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Warranty Assurance

At this time, please verify the serial number and fill out the warranty card.
On this unit, the serial number is located in the lower right of the rear panel.

To validate your warranty, you must complete the enclosed war-
ranty card and return it to Axrow International, Inc. within 30 days
of purchase from your Capitol Bingo Equipment Distributor.

A second warranty card appears on the back cover of this manual. We
suggest that you fill out this card and keep the information on hand for
future reference.

I. Configuration

Normally, the AIA is shipped from the factory already set for a particular
console to flashbeard application. However, if your current set-up should
change through upgrading or you have received a generic version, the
AlA can easily be modified to fit the new configuration.

To access the printed circuit board jumper area, remove the four (4)
screws holding the cover on the AIA. Remove the metal cover. The jumper
areas will be clearly visible in the center of the PCB. Configure the AIA to
reflect the type of components you are utilizing as follows:

A. Presidential/2001 Console 1o Senator Flashboard

oDCBA

W1 1. Configure jumpers as follows:
P, Wi-A
DCBA W2-C
W3-C

2. Reassemble the AIA by replacing the cover and inserting the (4)
four mounting screws.

3. Plug the console adapter cable into one of the Presidential console
flashboard output connectors. Connect the other end to the AIA
Statesman/ Pres Input.

4. Plug the flashboard cable into the Senator/LV3 Output connector
on the AJA.

5. Plug the power cord into a 120 VAC grounded wall outlet.

6. Modify the ALR PCB in the Senator flashboard. (See section II-B)

1. Configure jumpers as follows:

W2-A
W3 - Open

2. Reassemble the AIA by replacing the cover and inserting the (4)
four mounting screws.

4. Plug the flashboard cable into the BK Output connector on the AIA.
